Student Risk Factor:  no sense of self-efficacy  :    
[bookmark: _GoBack]Solution: small successes. Sharing challenges by building relationships with peers and instructor.  Emphasis on reflection.  

2. Team synergy
Risk factor:  lack of metacognitive ability.  Solution: Construct assignments that use the learning methodology.  Model thought process

3. Overacheiving Lakers
   Risk Factor:  lack of self-discipline, including time management and procrastination.

 Solution Help students understand consequences.  Through analysis of case studies and examples and guide analysis.  
4.  Team 1A
Risk Factor:  Lack of readiness for college learning:  Solutions: orientation course (academic skill course for incoming students.  K-12 outreach.

5. Stars
Risk Factor:  Combination of first generation and lack of support system
Solution:  set of similar students with peers and mentor.
Use stories of successful people. 

6. Prez 
 Issue:  First generation students
Solution:   LTLC, learning communities, mentors, stories of successful first generation students.
